	TELUS E9-1-1 Interconnection Proposal (follow-up from 99-03.05 agenda item). Telus Mobility, Rogers Cantel, Microcell, & Clearnet to advise if their respective companies are willing to support moving forward on this basis.

All four companies agreed to move forward with the TELUS Interconnection proposal with the following stipulations:

· Rogers Cantel – an acceptable middle of the road Memorandum of Understanding must be signed by participants. Each participant will bear its own Trial costs. The MOu must have set ‘Start’ and ‘Finish’ Trial dates. 

· Microcell – awaiting official sign-off in the next few days, however no problems are anticipated. The same issues outlined by Rogers Cantel need to be addressed, and to that end Dennis Beland renewed his offer to draft a MOu for the March 26th meeting (see 98-04.02 for details). 

· Telus Mobility – Chris Kellett advised that Scott McArthur sends his regrets. He advised that the position of Mobility is the same as Feb 12th, they are prepared to move forward with the TELUS Communications proposal. (NOTE: As a result of the ‘Draft’ minutes being circulated, Scott McArthur asked that the following comments be appended "the MOu needs to be decided on, and the business case of cost justification and trial logistics needs to be finalized".) 

· Clearnet – feel uncomfortable with signing off at this point, akin to putting the cart before the horse. Most important issue is to determine costs, logistics, and timing, in order to ensure there is an acceptable business case for Clearnet. Agreed to move forward with the Trial participants to the next stage (MOu, etc) in order to answer these questions. Important that the Trial is not publicized, does not want to set unrealistic expectations. 

· TELUS – looking forward to the completion of a Memorandum of Understanding. 

The Calgary PSAP representative had no specific comments to add. Chris Kellett thanked the Wireless Service Providers for their efforts, and advised that we still have a way to go, however we are moving forward together.

	Agenda items, timing, & to-do’s for March 26th face to face meeting in Calgary. 

The following agenda items were set and discussed:

· Memorandum of Understanding (MOU). Dennis Beland will utilize the LNP Trial, CLEC/ILEC Agreements, and the MT&T Trial MOu as a starting point. Specific attention will be paid to Trial logistics (i.e. Start/Finish, Costs, Media), and most importantly, acceptable liability clause for all participants. 
· Geographical Coverage of Trial Area (finalize). Patram will have paper maps for the meeting, unable to get scale maps ready in time. 
· Trunking Arrangements (specifically in relation to CCS7 requirements). 

· ESRD Number Format. TELUS is investigating the use of 211 or 311 as the ESRD Nxx, and requested that each WSP determine if this presents a problem. 
· PSAP Screen Presentation. What information, and how should it be displayed. 
· Project Plan. Develop specific criteria for the execution of the Trial i.e. step by step process for trunking arrangements, testing the Network, testing at the PSAP, etcetera. 

It was agreed we would come prepared to deal with these items, as well as the issues requiring follow-up from our February 12th (99-03) meeting.

The commitment to circulate these minutes, plus those from the last meeting was acknowledged, and all agreed to approve them as quickly as possible.
