	Discussion took place regarding the original intent of the Ontario 9-1-1 Advisory Board (OAB)and initial correspondence to Bell Canada, CRTC and CWTA regarding a wireless trial in Ontario. Although more discussion will follow Bruce Herridge outlined the PSAP expectations on behalf of the OAB.

interconnection to the existing 9-1-1 PERS platform

display of 10-digit cellular CBN and cell site/sector identification

transfer of information to secondary PSAPs

improvements through ESRD routing to multiple PSAPs

24 x 7 access to WSP subscriber information(i.e., name/billing address) via telephone access to WSP security departments

Judy Broomfield reinforced the OAB position that the direction taken by this trial should ultimately consider the provision of location information.

	Applicability of Alberta Trial to Ontario

	 
	 

	 
	It is generally accepted that the Alberta Trial is a good basis for the trial in Ontario. The Ontario trial goals should go beyond those in Alberta, considering the differences in Provincial platforms, and should include such things as multiple primary PSAPs and transfers to secondary PSAPs.

	BELL CANADA: Bernard Brabant presented the Bell Interconnection proposal to the group. The call flow from WSP’s through the PERS platform to be as seamless as possible. Need to agree on ESRD numbering scheme and ESRD/ESZ assignment process. A goal is to reduce the risk of stranded investment for all parties. The proposal involves a trunk-side ISUP/CCS7 interconnection to PERS. Two options presented; Option "A" utilizing 1 PSAP (dual tandems) and Option "B" utilizing 2 PSAPS (single tandem per platform).

Cell Site and sector identification through ESRD. CBN to primary and secondary using the ALI data feed. PSAP/OAB representatives to review options with Bell before next meeting.

	 
	 

	 
	CLEARNET/INTEGRATED MESSAGING INC: Parke Davis outlined a proposal with reference to Telecom Decision CRTC 97-8 which effectively identifies 9-1-1 as a competitive service. They propose that mobile 9-1-1 dialed calls initially terminate on the facilities of an alternate 9-1-1 service provider which is also an Alternate Operator Services Provider (AOSP). The operator answers the call knowing the cell site/sector info and CBN (CLID). The call is then conferenced over the PERS platform to the appropriate PSAP. The operator then makes the data available, verbally, to the PSAP operator. A copy of his presentation is attached. (york911rev1112.doc).
