	IMI/Telus-Clearnet Proposal

Judy Broomfield reported that the proposal was reviewed by the Ontario 9-1-1 Advisory Board at its meeting held on November 8, 2000. The Board has advised that this proposal does not meet the required test parameters. 

	 
	Bell Canada

Bell representatives, in reviewing the presentation made at the October 20th meeting, elaborated on the trial options for which they have established funding. 

Option A provides for a test involving one municipality with dual tandem central offices.

This option has two choices. York Region 9-1-1 utilizes a dual tandem network with inter-tandem trunk routing (i.e., one primary and one secondary tandem switch). Toronto 9-1-1 utilizes a dual tandem network without inter-tandem trunking (i.e., two primary tandem switches). 

Option B provides for a test involving both municipalities, York and Toronto, but utilizes only one tandem on each platform.

Given that the original concept discussed at the OAB was for a dual-tandem, dual 

municipality test the public safety representatives expressed disappointment that the dual-tandem configurations would not included in the trial. As confirmed by the OAB, Judy Broomfield advised that the trial proceed with Option B and further that the Bell representatives continue to push internally for funding of a full dual municipality/dual tandem scenario.

Bernard Brabant agreed to email the Interconnection Proposal.

	 
	Bruce Herridge identified a concern that the trial must not leave callers stranded. There must be no possibility that wireless calls to 9-1-1 are blocked due to the fact that the trial would only involve one tandem in each municipality. Comments received from WSP’s indicated that there should be no difference. They incorporate overflow and backup routing today. It was agreed that the detailed planning would include a call flow chart that would allow analysis of all potential points of failure/blockage.
