Approval of Minutes of Meeting of November 10, 1997

Other Business

3.1 - Independent Telephone Companies - The concern was raised as to whether or not Independent Telcos should be part of the Wireless E9-1-1 Working Group or notified of the group’s activities. It was determined that most independents already interconnect to the existing provincial systems and their direct involvement in these discussions would not be of necessary.

Javan Erfanian provided the group with an overview of the latest FFC release pertaining to their Wireless E9-1-1 Order. He noted that U.S. Wireless Carriers would have to allow all calls to go through to 9-1-1, even those from unvalidated/unregistered cell phones. In the case of non-subscribers, the Wireless Carriers are not required to provide any data to the PSAP. 

As a result of discussions it was agreed that both PSAPS and Wireless representatives would have to go back to their respective members to ascertain information about the following:

PASPs 

· Does it matter to Canadian PSAP’s if the 9-1-1 caller is a registered subscriber or not and is it possible to develop a national standard related to this issue.

· What are the implications as far as the integrity of the information and cost recovery initiatives? 

· Should the Provincial Advisory Boards recommend not accepting calls from non-subscribers, what is the basis of their authority to make such recommendations? 

· What liability issues might be involved? 

Wireless Carriers

· It is unclear what circumstances create an unregistered mobile, since unlike wireline subscribers there is no dial tone.

· What liability issues might be involved? 

5. 9-1-1 CBC Video 

5.1. A 9-1-1 video story was reviewed.

5.2. Discussion of pseudo-ani

5.3. CWTA reviewed its contribution outlining the wireless industry’s position regarding the use of pANI to route wireless 9-1-1 calls. CWTA expressed concern with any proposal that would limit the speed at which a Canadian solution equivalent to the FCC’s Phase I requirement can be adopted. CWTA stated that the effort required to implement the pANI option is such that little additional effort would be required to arrive at a FCC Phase I equivalent solution. The Association recommended the working group continue to resolve issues around the use of pANI and, at the same time, determine how the 9-1-1 interconnection arrangement can be upgraded in order that 10-digit callback numbers can be forwarded to those PSAPs capable of receiving the information.
5.4. Some Stentor owner companies expressed its view that it would be possible to implement the pANI option immediately, while the improvements to the interconnection arrangement necessary to enable the forwarding of the 10-digit callback number to PSAPs, without impacting the wireline features, are still years away.

5.5. CWTA and Stentor did not agree as to whether all of the effort required to implement the pANI option would be consistent with the effort required to implement a solution consistent with the FCC’s Phase I requirements.

5.6. The PSAPs generally agreed that the pANI option is preferable assuming that it can be implemented immediately and that a solution consistent with the FCC’s requirement cannot. The PSAPs expressed the view that it is time to undertake some action to improve the delivery of wireless E9-1-1 calls.

5.7. It was agreed that the working group should undertake further analysis of the options. Accordingly several action items were identified.

Action:
1. Information to be provided regarding the Microcell/Bell Quebec trial of pANI (Bell/Microcell).


2. What is the lifecycle for Feature Group C (when will the 9-1-1 tandems be upgraded to support Feature Group D or CCS7)? (Stentor)


3. What length of lifecycle to CWTA members require of a pANI option? (CWTA)


4. More technical details of pANI option to be provided. (all)


5. What upgrades to the CAD or other systems operated by PSAPs are required? What are the costs and timeframes associated with these upgrades? (PSAPs)

6. What are parties views regarding a trial of improvements to wireless 9-1-1 calls? What should the objectives and scope of the trial be? Who are willing to participate? How many trials are required? (all)




7. CWTA to revisit its position regarding pANI. (CWTA)
