Minutes of Conference Call of October 29, 1998

1. Approval of Agenda 

David Farnes indicated that the primary purpose of the call is to prepare for the face to face meeting in Halifax, and to provide an update regarding the Nova Scotia, Manitoba and Alberta Trials.

2. Approval of Minutes of meeting of September 28, 1998

It was noted that the minutes of the September 28th meeting would not be available until the next face to face meeting.

3. Agenda for the November 24th Meeting 

The logistics for the next meeting were discussed. The meeting is to be held at the Halifax Sheraton Hotel. It will begin at 9 a.m. and should end by 3:30 to allow members to catch flights. It was noted that the CISC ESSWG is meeting at the same hotel on the 23rd.

· Denise Anderson requested that she be allowed to present the XYPOINT solutions. It was agreed that it would be more appropriate for her to provide information to the Alberta Trial Team.

It was agreed that the agenda for the meeting would include a discussion regarding the role and purpose of the working group in light of the regional trials, an update regarding Public Notice CRTC 98-25 and updates regarding each of the trials.

· Update Regarding Trials

· Gary Rhodenizer provided an update regarding the Nova Scotia trial. He noted that the trial would commence at 8 p.m. on November 2, subject to any last minute issues. He suggested that those parties considering a trial would be well advised to have an agreement between the members in place and understood well in advance of the planned date for the trial. He noted that call taker training is underway so that the call takers will understand what new information will appear on their screens once the trial commences.

· Chris Kellet requested that the Memorandum of Understanding pertaining to the Nova Scotia trial be forwarded to the working group.

· Art Sawatzky provided an update regarding the planned Manitoba trial. He indicated that the trial would be similar to the Nova Scotia trial but would also include the callback number. The planned date for the trial was the end of October, but the date has been pushed back one month.

· Chris Kellet provided an update regarding the Alberta trial. He indicated that a team is being formed to discuss the scope and format of trial and that the team will likely consist of representatives from the Calgary PSAP, TELUS and the four wireless carriers.

· A lengthy discussion concerning whether the solution to be tried in Alberta will be applicable in other provinces took place. The question arose as to how the trial participants would be able to determine the technical and operational feasibility of the Alberta solution to other provinces. It was agreed that the role of the working group vis-à-vis the regional trials should be discussed at the next meeting of the working group.
