1.
Approval of Agenda 

1.1. Chris Kellett inquired if item #4, (Update of proposed Manitoba and Nova Scotia Trials) meant that the possibility of an Alberta trial was no longer a consideration. David Farnes advised that this was not the case.

Approval of Minutes of Meeting of June 12, 1998

The minutes were to be revised as follows;


Judy Tottman - 3.2, bullets #1 & 2, the word transfer to be removed and replaced with routing. Ottawa/Hull as one example to be removed.


Dave Anderson - 3.2, bullet #4, ten provinces to be removed and replaced with all existing Provincial Platforms 


Dave Anderson - requested clarification under 3.3, Action item for Richard Bzdega. Item was also assigned to David Anderson on behalf of Stentor. It is expected they will have a joint presentation for the September meeting.

Call path versus non-call path approaches 


David Farnes advised that he has yet to receive any of the contributions

3.1.
PSAP cost differences between the two approaches 

· Chris Kellet advised he was still working on the PSAP cost contribution but was ready to provide the group a verbal update based on some of his preliminary findings. 

· Ontario - costs to change out telephone equipment for approx. 300 sites will top one million dollars. 

· extrapolated over other Provincial Platforms, it will cost between 3 to 4 million dollars to switch out telephone sets

· the operational impact of two separate sets for each PSAP (i.e. one telephone per tandem), would be a huge step backwards from our current operations. This would not be workable, and is totally unacceptable.

· CAD upgrade costs have yet to be determined

Feasibility of placing the “black box” in the Telus Network 

· Dennis Beland - 3.2. page 2, bullet #1, SCP to be removed and replaced with Protocol Converter.  It was further suggested that in the future we should be more rigid with our terminology and refer to specific architectures as opposed to the term “black box”.

4.1 Nova Scotia - no one from N.S. available to provide an update on the call

· Dave Anderson - believes the trial is due to begin this September.

· Joel Thorp - Cantel switching will not work with FGC. A software upgrade to their MSC will have to completed. It is unknown when this software will be available for implementation. 

· Darlene Farrow - MT&T and Cantel will be attempting a joint approach since Mike Myette wants to achieve the same start date with both carriers, even if they are using different types of trunking

Manitoba - Art Sawatzky - Letters were sent to both MTS Mobility and Cantel.

· MTS Mobility has agreed to participate, Cantel is still considering

· The trail will be non-call path, FGC or FGD 

· Joel Thorp questioned the benefit of Cantel participating in two trails if they are the same

· Dave Anderson believes that the Nova Scotia trial will not provide the CPN but the trial in Manitoba will

· Joel Thorp advised that if the trials are different, then they would be interested in participating in both

· Chris Kellet - asked if Microcell would be participating in either trial

· Dennis Beland - Microcell will not since they do not provide service in these areas

· Chris Kellet - Alberta is still interested in participating in a trial which would provide a chance for all four wireless carriers to participate. 

Action: Chris to clarify with Richard Bzdega regarding how complete a trial TELUS is willing to undertake. To be followed-up with a letter to the CWTA ‘officially’ offering an Alberta trial.
