1. Welcome and Introductions 

2. Approval of Agenda 

· The proposed agenda was approved without modifications. 

3. Approval of Minutes of meeting of May 26th, 2000

· The draft minutes were approved with without change.

4. Alberta Update 

· Henry Patram advised the Alberta Trial Team has not met since the May meeting.

· Richard Bzdega confirmed that Telus would be filing a tariff in the near future that would apply to both Alberta and British Columbia territories. A timeline has still to be specified. The Nortel tandem software needed to deliver the data direct to the PSAP CAD terminal equipment is presently being installed for testing on their network. Richard confirmed that the software would pass the CBN in place of the ANI with no changes required to the PSAP equipment.  

· Henry Patram will be providing a presentation regarding the Alberta Trial at the APCO Conference in Ottawa/Hull on Tuesday October 3rd at 3p.m.  

5. Nova Scotia Update

 Lourdes Clancy verified that MTT would be proceeding with a Callback Trial though the timelines have not been established. While other carriers can participate, it may be considered not worth their while since the use of the Rockwell switch is being discontinued. Therefore the trial would not provide any long-term value. 

 Two new 9-1-1 Tandems will be installed but the activation date remains unknown due to terminal equipment contract issues between MTT and the Nova Scotia government. Once the contract issues have been resolved it will take three months to install the new switches and a further two months for testing.  It is understood that the Rockwell switch is not supported beyond October 2001.

6. Ontario Update

 Judy Broomfield advised the group that since Peel Region declined at the end of May to participate, Toronto and York Region have taken steps within their own organizations to obtain the necessary approvals to move forward. This includes approval at the Police Command levels, Services Boards and municipal legal services. 

 Arrangements were made for the first Ontario Trial team conference call to take place on September 28th at 11am. This call will establish an Agenda and location for an initial face to face meeting. Bell Canada will provide the conference bridge and J. Broomfield will notify participants with the specifics closer to the date.
