 ·        Bell Mobility briefly mentioned that they would like to speak to the group about Phase II opportunities. 
 ·        Microcell advised no major change since the last update.  100% deployed and BC, Alberta, Ontario – completed Windsor - Bowmanville and Ottawa - Quebec border.  Quebec has been slow due to fragmented PSAPs but are meeting with the municipalities regarding a major launch.
Denis Beland asked (with regard to potential trial in PEI - even though Microcell has no network there) - is there a need for anymore technical trials. The results are already known from the trials in Calgary and Toronto.  How many times does it need to be proven that this technology is useful? While rigorous pre-implementation testing is required, a Trial is needed to validate compliance with equipment more so than validity of the system. MTS is in the process of upgrading their switch and filing tariff. 
·        Rogers Wireless - CRTC ruling in August will facilitate deployment.  Work plans are very aggressive and hope to have the top 20-25 markets deployed in 2004.  The first 2 will most likely be Ottawa and GTA. 
·        Telus Mobility - Same deployment schedule as last meeting. They are working on proposed tariff regarding wireline/wireless in Edmonton - Unknown timeline. Ontario  NPAX/NPA basis - working on 416/647 now, but have started with others as well.  Working towards Quebec later this year.  Halifax timeline unknown since there is no Aliant tariff.
 5.      Presentation: Phase ll Deployment – Norm Forshee – Illinois
 ·        softcopy to be distributed to group via e-mail 
·        Bell Mobility Phase ll opportunities – Darlene Farrow 
·        Phase II products are now out on the market (since October 2002) with the GPS technology and they are hopeful that Q4 sales will increase the saturation of the market with these updated handsets. The goal at this point is a technical trial for commercial based services - approximately 100,000 phones 2,000,000 terminals per year. The anticipated launch for the commercial based services is Q4.  They feel there should be no surprises in how to use the technology and its’ readiness. Bell Mobility will be looking for feedback from on key principals and requirements of PSAPs and other wireless carriers. Another consideration will be how to deploy this technology in rural areas.
·        Bell Mobility is ready to begin talking to PSAPs on how the information should look and what information is required, etc.  They are looking for feedback with regards to the interest level in this technology. Perhaps a committee could be struck with 1 or 2 reps. PSAPS  (a small working group) to determine how they can meet the requirements of PSAPs and Bell Canada as a 9-1-1 Service Provider. 
·        Judy Broomfield stated that Ontario is ready to begin these discussions with Bell Mobility. 
6.      CRTC Update
·        Commission staff not available for this meeting

·        Janice Sherman stated they were looking to find out if small WSPs were bound by this decision. Could we get back to Louis for clarification regarding small WSP (such as Thunder Bay Tel, Superior Wireless) compliance? Janice volunteered to draft correspondence to Louis Lepage. 
     ·        CWTA to invite small WSPs to the next meeting and Janice Sherman - EMO will contact Louis to get clarification on the smaller Telco issue.
