 Pursuant to the directions on procedure in the Canada Gazette, Part I: Supplement, published March 9, 2002, the Canadian Wireless Telecommunications Association (CWTA) provides the following submission regarding the proposed Private Copying Tariff 2003-2004 as filed by the Canadian Private Copying Collective (CPCC).
 CWTA represents the wireless telecommunications industry in Canada. It has a membership base of more than 250 domestic and international companies. CWTA's members come from a variety of sectors, including mobile telephone service providers, paging companies, mobile radio, mobile satellite carriers, and fixed wireless service providers. In addition, CWTA represents a broad cross-section of manufacturers and equipment suppliers to the industry.
 CWTA intends to participate actively in the process leading to the certification of the private copying tariff. Consequently, this constitutes our formal objection to certain aspects of the proposed statement filed by CPCC.
 CWTA also wishes to declare its intention to participate in the pre-hearing conference to be held on Thursday, May 23, 2002
 CWTA has read the information set out in the Board’s notice published in the Canada Gazette on March 9, 2002 with CPCC’s proposed statement. We understand the duties that we undertake as an objector and intend to abide by them.
 CWTA members manufacture, purchase, and distribute electronic devices (mobile wireless handheld devices) for the purpose of enabling wireless communications.  These products could be considered potential targets for such levies, but it should be noted that these devices are not developed for the purpose of storing of copyright material, they are primarily communication products. We would also challenge the proposed expansion of the definition of “blank audio recording medium.”  We believe it to be an overly broad definition.
